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sustaining an effective local SEND system. LGA anticipate that these workshops will be of 
interest to and attended by colleagues with responsibility for education and inclusion, 
children’s services, adult services and a range of local health services for children with 
additional needs, as well as elected members of local councils.  
What will the workshops cover?  
In the previous round of regional SEND good practice workshops that ran in 2018, Isos 
colleagues collected a wide range of perspectives about what makes for an effective local 
SEND system, as well as many examples of good practice. These formed the basis of the 
publication, Developing and sustaining an effective local SEND system. One of the six key 
themes in that document was partnership working and joint commissioning across 
education, health and care. The outcomes of several recent local area SEND inspections 
suggest this continues to be an area in which local SEND systems are seeking to 
strengthen. This is a particular focus of the new SEND System Leadership Board, chaired by 
Christine Lenehan, of which the Local Government Association is a member.  
Each workshop will provide opportunities for colleagues to:  

 reflect on the strengths and areas for development around partnership working and joint 
commissioning within their own local area;  

 hear about examples of effective practice and new ideas from other local areas;  

 help to define a set of key practical messages for developing and sustaining effective 
partnership working and joint commissioning; and  

 contribute to shaping key findings about what is needed at local, regional and national 
level to strengthen partnership working and joint commissioning.  
Who should attend?   
The workshops are for colleagues from across education, health and care in local SEND 
systems. This includes strategic leaders and heads of service for SEND and inclusion, 
children’s social care, adult services and local health services, as well as elected members 
for local councils. The sessions have been designed to allow partners from a local area to 
reflect on the strength of their partnership working together. As such, LGA would very much 
encourage colleagues to attend a workshop as part of a small “team” from a local area. This 
could, for example, include:  

 the Head of Service for SEND;  

 the Designated Clinical / Medical Officer;  

 a strategic lead for children’s social care for children with SEND;  

 a strategic lead for adult care for young adults with SEND; and

It takes leaders to break down siloes 
This Council for Disabled Children report on integrating services for disabled children was 
supported by the True Colours Trust. The report draws upon considerable expertise and 
consultation with professionals and parent carers to identify key factors that are helping and 
hindering the integration of services around special educational needs and disability (SEND). 
Key findings from the report include:

• Good quality population data is vital to developing a whole-system approach, and the 
measurement of shared outcomes. 

• Local areas’ efforts to integrate services in the complex SEND system must be part 
of a wider strategic vision

Young Epilepsy Guide 
Young Epilepsy, the national charity for children and young people living with epilepsy, is 
proud to launch its new online guide for schools: Guide for Schools.  
Epilepsy is one of the most common long-term conditions in childhood and it can have a 
significant impact on learning and behaviour, even if seizures are controlled. The charity’s 
recent work showed that many school staff did not know some of the basics to keep a child 
safe during a seizure.  At the same time, misunderstanding was also leading to exclusions 
from normal school activities such as physical education.  This exclusion can add to feelings 
of isolation and anxiety for young people with the condition. 
The guide provides information on supporting young people with epilepsy to ensure they are 
safe and included at school.  This includes seizure first aid and suggested support strategies 
in learning and behaviour.  State schools in England have a specific legal duty to support 
pupils with medical conditions and this support forms a crucial part of the school’s 
safeguarding and equality duties.
